MAINTENANCE AND OPERATION RULES

Cabinet furniture must be operated and stored in closed, heated and ventilated rooms with a normal
temperature and humidity regime, with a relative humidity of 40-70% and a temperature of at least plus
10° C. Each of'the pieces of furniture has its own functional purpose, in accordance with which it should
beused.

ATTENTION!!!

1. The materials from which the products are made (housing, countertop, facades) are not
moisture-resistant.

If water and other liquids get on the surface, it must be immediately removed with a soft cloth (flannel,
microfiber) or a foam sponge, followed by wiping dry: Failure to comply with these conditions entails
swelling of the chipboard from which the housing is made, peeling of the edge and finishing coatings.

2. Cabinet furniture does not tolerate prolonged exposure to high temperatures and hot humid air.
Furniture elements located near stoves and ovens are subject to high thermal load, in this regard, it is
recommended to protect the body parts from excessive heating with the help of thermal insulation
materials. In addition, it is not recommended to install furniture near heaters and central heating batteries,
open fire sources and incandescent lamps. The influence of these adverse factors can lead to melting of
finishing coatings, peeling of the film and edge from the base, swelling of parts.

3.Itis forbidden to put hot objects on the surface without thermal insulation pads.

4. Do not allow prolonged exposure to direct sunlight, which leads to discoloration of products and loss of
presentation.

5. Avoid sudden temperature changes, excessive dryness and high humidity in the room.

6. Do not allow rough mechanical impact on furniture and accessories, careless handling can lead to
damage to the finishing coating, glasses, mirrors and fasteners. If cracks and chips appear on the surface
of the housing or hardware breakdowns are detected, they must be replaced immediately, since further
operation of damaged parts can lead to injuries.

8. Avoid getting technical liquids on the furniture surface: acids, alkalis, solvents, acetone, gasoline.

9. When caring for furniture, it is recommended to wipe the surfaces with a damp soft cloth, followed by
wiping dry, using aerosols, wax polishes and special tools. It is forbidden to wash furniture with water and
clean it with compounds containing alcohols, solvents, soda and other abrasive materials.

10. During the operation of cabinet furniture, it is possible to loosen the fasteners, in this regard, it is
necessary to tighten themperiodically.

11. Do not overload the shelves of the product and drawers with the contents. Remember that the
maximum permissible the load on boxes with ball guides and metaboxes is 11 kg, on shelves 17 kg, on
roller guides 7 kg.

12. Do not stand on the product during assembly and operation, they are not intended for these purposes
and may not support your weight, which will lead to furniture breakage and injury.
